I. ELIGIBILITY

To be eligible to receive the FAMOM scholarship, the
applicant must meet certain criteria.

A. The recipient must have successfully completed
high school or the high school equivalency exam
and have a diploma so stating.

B. The applicant must either be a member of or have
a family member who is a member in good stand-
ing of the FAMOMC. They must have been a
member in good standing for a minimum of one
year preceding the date of application.

C. The applicant must be one of the follow:

1. A student who is part of a multiple birth, i.e. a
twin, triplet, etc.

2. A parent or guardian of multiples, i.e. mother or
father.

3. Thesibling in a multiple birth family.

1. SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

A. The applicant must provide the following infor-
mation:

1. A completed application form and a 500 word
describing future educational plans and aspira-
tions. Also include reason for applying for this
scholarship.

2. Essay describing future educational plans If cur-
rently enrolled in an institution of higher learning,
they must provide documentation at the time of
application to verify this fact. A letter from the
institution, a report card or receipt for tuition will
be acceptable.

3. Ifaccepted at an institution of higher learning,
then a letter of acceptance from the institution. If
accepted at more than one institution and a final
decision has not been made then provide copies,
listing the 1st choice, 2nd choice, etc., and the
date final decision is expected to be made.

4. If applications have been made to various institu-
tions but acceptance has not been received by the
due date of the application then a listing of the 1st
choice, 2nd choice, etc., and copies of one appli-
cation. A copy of the notice of acceptance is re-
quired upon receipt from the institution, as well
as the date of planned enrollment in order to re-
ceive scholarship funds.
